Collection, Biggleswade, Bedfordshire. Not only a museum, but a collection of war planes, 

vintage cars and other aircraft and lots more.  A ócollectionô because most of the aircraft can 

fly and appear at various air shows. The cars will have runs out to events such as the 

London to Brighton rally etc. 

The collection was started by Richard Shuttleworth in 1928. He inherited the family estate in 

1932 and acquired a vast collection. Richard was passionate about all kinds of vehicles from 

aircraft, motorbikes, cars, buses even carriages.  

There are some celebrity aircraft as the Collectionôs Bristol Boxkite and Avro Triplane 

featured in the film Those Magnificent Men in Their Flying Machines, which do still fly but not 

for long and not too high off the ground! 

Richard was also a keen competitor in motor racing, appearing at Brooklands, the Belfast TT 

and winning the Donington Grand Prix in 1935. 

We got a reduced price for the day via the MGCC and we can go back within 21 days to visit 

again. We didnôt see everything!  The collection is amazing and lots to learn about, we had a 

guided tour of the planes, some from WW1, which was fascinating in itself. One famous 

visitor some years ago was a certain Neil Armstrong and was even given a ride in one of the 

aircraft. 

If you have had your fill of machinery there is the Swiss Garden, which is part of the Old 

Warden Park. Now an RHS Partner Garden, members can get free entry.  However if you 

pay to see the Shuttleworth Collection, you can get in to the garden as well. Take a look at
