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Maurice’s Story Part 2 — the legend continues

Having used the MG for the past 12 months, some issues have come to light. The main problem
being the intermittent nature of the overdrive operation. This was highlighted on a trip to Pateley Bridge
in Yorkshire where the lack of overdrive once the car had warmed up was tiring to say the least.

Another area of concern was the fact that the indicated oil pressure was lower than | would have
liked to see. Cold, it was fine — around 40psi, but as the engine warmed, it dropped to around 30psi, and
idling it was reading around 10psi.

I had repaired a leaking exhaust manifold to head joint on No.1 cylinder shortly after buying
Maurice, but there was the tell-tale “ticking” of other exhaust joint leaks from the tubular headers.

Another issue which was more annoying than essential was the fact that the tachometer would
behave erratically when warm, indicting a low RPM, along with the fact that the odometer could not be
reset on the speedometer.

With all this in mind it was decided to treat Maurice to some major overhaul work. This would take
the format of the following:

Remove engine and gearbox

Send gearbox/overdrive for overhaul
Strip/assess and rebuild engine

Cure exhaust leaks

Repair instrumentation

So, it was on a bright Saturday in November that it was planned for the power unit to be removed. |
had removed many of the ancillaries during the previous week, so when the day of removal dawned, it
was pretty straightforward.




With the unit out and on the bench, | could start to strip and evaluate. Firstly, the
engine and gearbox were spilt. When | originally purchased the car, Geoff, the previous
had mentioned that the engine had been rebuilt sometime in plast, but he had misplaced
the records.
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
